ABOUT 30 0 PEOPLE DROWN each year in Texas.
For each child who drowns, it is estimated that four
children are hospitalized for near-drowning.

IN THE TIME IT TAKES to cross a room for a towel
— 10 seconds — a child in a bathtub can be
submerged; to answer the phone — two minutes — a
child can lose consciousness; to sign for a package at
the door — four to six minutes — a child submerged in
a tub or pool can sustain permanent brain damage.

ONE INCH OF WATER that covers a child’s mouth
and nose can cause drowning. Drowning areas of risk
include: home pools, spas and ponds; natural bodies
of water; bathtubs, toilets and buckets; and any
standing water. If you would like information on
hosting a Know Before You Go presentation, or if you
would like to become involved, \visit
www.knowbeforeyougo.org.

Ensure a safe summer around the water, follow these
steps:
READY
9 Create layers of protection between the water and
your children. For home pools take the following
precautions: ins tall alarms on doors and windows
that lead to the pool; build a non-climbable five-
foot fence completely surrounding the pool; use
self-closing fence gates that open outwards with
latches out of the child’s each; have rescue
equipment mounted by the pool.
9 Learn CPR.
I Talk to adults who are caring for your child around
water.
9 Enroll your children in swim lessons.
SET
9 Never leave your child alone near a pool, spa,
bathtub, toilet, bucket or any standing water in
which a child’s nose or mouth may be submerged.
9 Assign an adult "water watcher" who is committed
to supervising the pool area.
9 Have phone access near the water area.
9 Wear personal floatation devices (PFDs) that are
Coast Guard approved.
SAVE!
i Call 911.
9 Throw! Don’t go. Throw rescue equipment to the
victim.
9 Begin CPR.
